UNIFORM POLICIES

Both the marching and concert uniforms should benvemd cared for according to the following. Feglu
to follow uniform policies will result in a loweregrade for the performance and the possibilityirds
assessed for damage to the uniform.

Wear and Care of the Marching Band Uniform

Wearing the Uniform

Uniforms may be altered, bdb not cut the fabric Temporary alterations by pinning or basting
are acceptable. When wearing the uniform in pultie entire uniform must be worn at all times wihb
exception of third quarter. Appearance in padigform is unacceptable. Students should takéheff
jacket and hang it in the band room during thirdre¢gr snacks. Do not change into or out of théoami
while in public. If the temperature is cold, a toasweatshirt may be worn over the pants duiieg t
third quarter only. Students may also bring blaske games. All other times, the jacket and parggo
be zipped, the collar may be unhooked and theitteraevorn correctly or tucked under the arm.

Band t-shirts and shorts are to be worn underneath)ong underwear can be added during cold
weather. Only uniform shoes and black socks thgiagt the ankle must be worn with the uniforms.
Students will not perform with white or other cadrsocks or anklets and will lose points for that
performance. Clean mud and dirt from shoes befaoh performance. No food, drink, gum or candy
while in uniform.

Hair, Jewelry & Make-up

Male AND female hair should not touch the collanong hair should be worn in a ponytail and/or
pinned up and tucked up under the hat. The adg@able jewelry that can be worn with the uniform
are small post earrings or studs. No hangingregsriwatches, bracelets or rings allowed with the
uniform. Make-up should be applied sparingly. filloe paint, colored hairspray or sparkles. This wi
help keep the uniform clean and not attract atberdway from the design of the uniform itself.

What to Store in the Garment Bag

Only the uniform jacket, pants, plume, gauntlgteyes and socks may be kept in the garment
bag. Do not store shoes, small woodwind instrumentsyndsticks, flip folders, etc. in the bag the bag
material is thin and can easily tear.

Care of the Uniform After the Performance

Hang the uniform neatly in the garment bag aftehemnd every performance. Pants are to be
folded along the crease in the pant leg. If théaumi is wet from a performance, whether from rain o
perspiration, allow it to air dry and/or take itttee cleaners as soon as possible. Damage wilk ieghe
uniform is left in the garment bag. Gloves, collaers, and tux shirts should be laundered afterye
use. Do not machine wash any part of the uniform.

Wrinkled or soiled uniforms are not acceptablegerformance. Do not attempt to remove stains
from the uniform yourself and never machine washiforms will be collected by the uniform parents
and taken to the dry cleaners at the end of theoseaHowever, should the uniform become soiledteef
all games and marching festivals have taken ptheeuniform will need to be professionally cleaned
prior to the next event at the expense of thatestudA muddy or otherwise soiled uniform is not
acceptable for performance.

Uniform Demerits

Students will receive uniform demerits if impropeaktired (i.e. white/anklet socks, white or other
brightly colored undershirt, hair not secured aborgorm collar, inappropriate shoes) that willuksn
a lowered participation grade.

o Black marching gloves — students take them off anedeasily lost; consider an extra pair.
Consider a phone for your child. Sometimes pldr@ge (arrival times from away performances) or
details are missed (oh yeah, practice was cancalteght) and you’ll want to be informed. No one
wants his or her child standing in front of the gfontwo hours waiting for a ride.

Any completelyblack DRESS shoe may be worn during concert seaBtatk tennis shoes are not
appropriate.

Be sure your child brings things to do for the Idng rides to competitions. Homework, a book, CD
player/IPOD, or even portable DVD players are exas\pHowever, if you feel any of these could be
lost or left behind, it may be in your best inténest to allow your child to bring along that item.

Also, make sure they have money with them for re&abs.

Volunteer to be part of ihe p
crew or help to feed the kids snacks. Go to lumith other band parents. Wear your purple and yell
REALLY LOUD!

Understand that band is not like signing up for ather class. There is an extensive time
commitment required outside of school, especiallgdarter...and for the most part, the kids love it!
Buy a cassette recorder and tapes, or a digitaew@corder for the symphonic band audition and
other playing tests. You'll be glad you did on enday night before they are due!

Encourage your child to participate in Solo & Endéanor to audition for the All-Suburban Band.
Yes, it is an extra event on the calendar (maybeerti@an one), but it is a wonderful opportunity for
your child to stretch themselves musically. Thigpes of honors are great to include on a college
application. IT IS WORTH IT!

If the directors are offering extra help (i.e. repare for All-Suburban Band), take them up on it.
They want what is best for your child. Take adegetof the opportunity!

For Solo & Ensemble, take advantage of every oppdst to practice with your accompanist, and be
aware that they charge a one time fee of abouf&@gfractices and to play at the event.
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If you are not receiving band emails, High Notewsletters or trip sheets, email a director and
request to be added to the list. Stay informed!

Trip sheets are important details for any travetimat the band does. Ask your child if they picked
one up and check your email. These sheets comb®ueek before an event.
